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COMPETITION TRAVEL 

Code of Conduct 

When travelling to and from competitions, and when competing at competitions, members of the Arctic Edge Skating Club are expected to conduct themselves at all times in a sportsmanlike and responsible manner.  Such conduct is expected from the moment of departure until returning home.  

Individuals who fail to do so will be subject to discipline and may be banned from future competition trips unless accompanied by one of their parents.

Standard of Conduct:

1. Respectful of others – Participants will refrain from comments or behaviour which is disrespectful, offensive or abusive.

2. Use of drugs, alcohol and cigarettes is prohibited at all times and all places.

3. Damage – Any damage to hotel room property shall be assessed to the account of the occupants and will be the responsibility of the parents.

4. Sportsmanlike conduct – Participants will refrain from unsportsmanlike behaviour after a performance (such as slamming doors, throwing skate guards, yelling, swearing, etc.).
