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COMPETITION TRAVEL POLICY 2005-2006

Chaperones

Chaperones will be required for Club travel where five (5) or more skaters will be travelling with the Club to a competition in B.C.  These chaperones will be chosen based on interest expressed on the Notice of Intent to Travel form, and must be able to commit to travel to and from the competition (airport to airport) with the skaters.  Please note that not everyone who has expressed interest in chaperoning will be asked to travel during the course of this skating season.  

The primary purpose of the chaperone is to ensure that the skaters are well-rested, have eaten properly and are at the arena one hour prior to their competition time. Any other activities chosen for recreational purposes can be done only if time permits.

Chaperones may be requested by parents to hold funds for their skater for meals and activities, and they should use their discretion to ensure that the money isn’t misspent (e.g., enough money is saved for meals).

Chaperones should become aware of any special considerations for the individuals they are chaperoning (e.g., allergies).

Other considerations are to instruct skaters to always stay in pairs at the arena, in the hotel and in any activity area (a general rule for safety).  

Chaperones will also be required to drive rental vehicles to and from airports, arenas and recreational venues with skaters and coaches, often in large cities.  A valid credit card in the chaperone’s name, with room available for a credit hold, is required in order to rent a vehicle.

In general skaters, parents, coaches and chaperones are representing the Arctic Edge Skating Club while traveling to, and participating in, competitions and should behave in a dignified manner. All Codes of Conduct and policies of the Club should be adhered to during these trips.  It is the responsibility of every chaperone to review the skater’s Code of Conduct.  

At all times chaperones are expected to demonstrate respect for athletes, coaches, judges, other parents, other spectators, and arena and competition staff.
