Timing, Quorum, Special Meeting Request

An Annual General Meeting shall be held within 60 days of the close of the May 31st fiscal year. Other general meetings may be held from time to time upon the request of the Board of Directors or upon written request of 10 per cent of Club Members. A quorum for an Annual General Meeting or Special Meeting shall be 10 per cent of the eligible-voting members or 15 members of the Club.”
Societies Act Schedule A Bylaws

4(3) A quorum is,
(i) where the number of registered members is 15 or less, 3 members;

(ii) where the number of registered members is 16 or more, at least 20% of the registered members


“16. If within 30 minutes from the time appointed for a general meeting a quorum is not present, the meeting, if convened on the requisition of members, shall be terminated; but in any other case, it shall stand adjourned to the same day in the next week, at the same time and place, and if, at the adjourned meeting, a quorum is not present within 30 minutes from the time appointed for the meeting, the members present constitute a quorum.”
