· Travel Bursary 2008-2009:  Travel Bursary for STARSkaters for 2008-2009 has been set at $500.00 per qualified skater from the Arctic Edge Skating Club as well as Lotteries travel bursary of $200.00.  Skaters qualify based on the Program Assistant Policy and attendance at the CanSkate training session held in September 2008.
· PA Issue:  Senior PA's who did not attend the training but who wish to participate as PA's may do so if they are mentored by a coach on the new procedures, however they will not be able to access the Club bursary for travel as attendance at the training was a requirement for this.  They may still access Lotteries travel bursary of $200.

· Protocol Discussion with New Juniors- will discuss appropriate ice etiquette with the new Junior skaters.
· Cold Weather Policy-revised to have our cutoff as -45 at noon of the skating day by Environment Canada's reading.  Cancellation will be placed on the radio, website and we will phone the rinks.
· Coaches’ Contracts Update

i. Coach Childcare Reimbursement for Coach Training:  Request denied; employers do not reimburse for child care.
ii. Coaches Not Registered:  only 2 or the 8 Coaches using AESC ice are registered with Skate Canada.  This is in contravention of Skate Canada Rules.  Coaches have been sent a letter advising that they must be registered by November 3, 2008 or their on-ice coaching privileges will be suspended indefinitely until proof of their registration has been received by the Coaching Committee.
iii. Coaches Qualified to Teach STARSkate:  Coaches must be qualified to teach the sessions that they are scheduled to work.
· Process for Requesting Program Schedule Changes:  This requires a letter to the Executive.
i. Sr. Creative Proposal:  Juniors and Senior skaters have the opportunity to participate in a Creative Group lesson on Saturdays from 11:00-11:30.  We have eliminated the flood and any skaters who wish to participate may.  Skaters who have lessons scheduled are welcome to have their lesson while the group lesson is taking place.
