Soft Guards - Are essential in ensuring that skate blades are protected during storage.  They are easy to make if you need some.  Here’s how.

Step 1:  Cut 2 pieces of fleece or other soft thick fabric 11 “ deep by the length of the skate blade plus 2 “.

Step 2:  Fold the fabric so that long edges and right sides of fabric are together.  Stitch a ¼ “ seam

.

Step 3:  Turn tube right side out and move the seam to the centre of the rectangle when flattened.

Step 4:  Create casings for elastic on the long edges by stitching ½” from folded edge of fabric on each side.

Step 5:  Thread elastic through the casing.  Anchor at one end by stitching through all layers.  Pull elastic to gather guard to about 2/3 its original length.  Stitch through all layers on second end.

Step 6:  With seam visible on the outside, fold guard in half along the lengthwise axis.  Stitch ends together.  Turn right side out and put them on your skates.
