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Welcome to our “ALL NEW” CanSkate Program!
Almost everything about this year is new - new facility, new club, new coaches, new Program Director and many new skaters! 

For those who have enrolled their child in a skating Club for the first time it is important for us to communicate to you that for the first 2 or 3 sessions that your child attends, things may appear like mass confusion! That’s because it is! The reasons for this are two fold: 

1. Going into a new facility, without an office or storage facility onsite, presents some logistical challenges for us to overcome.
2. On–ice, our objective is to group skaters into groups of less than 10 skaters - all at comparable skill levels. On day one we will divide skaters into 4 major groups and on day two split them again. As children register in the programs on an ongoing basis they must be assessed and placed into an appropriate group. So the balancing of groups will take a few weeks to sort out. 

When you come into the Center on the first day please look for our Volunteers at the registration desk, on the right just past NHL rink. They will assist in getting your child a name tag and to the appropriate dressing room.  

If your child has been registered in previous years or has some experience (can move 
forward on their own) they will enter the ice surface from the dressing room/player box area. Please have only one parent accompany your child to the ice surface and once they have stepped onto the ice please move out of the player’s boxes and up into the stands to watch.

Non or first time skaters should use a dressing room but enter the ice surface through the open hallway closest to the leisure rink. Skaters may be accompanied by one adult, and we ask that other family members observe from the stands. On day one your child will initially be given one of 4 colors on their name tag, on day two they should look for their color on the glass and go to that color after the warm up. During day 2 they may be given another color and that will be the group they should look for after the warm-up.

In addition to the volunteer(s) at the desk when you arrive our Program Director Harold Sher, will be at the first few sessions to assist with grouping and to help smooth out any glitches. He is the contact person you should talk to should you have any questions or concerns about equipment, grouping etc. Harold will be fairly obvious to spot; he is currently our only male coach, usually dresses in black and is very approachable and interested in assisting you. He can also be reached by phone should you wish to contact him at 667-6587.

Please ensure your skater has an approved helmet, is wearing comfortable (non restrictive clothing, gloves or mitts and properly fitted skates
What’s New – Reminder it is October and we switch to the Winter Schedule. That means that all Arctic Edge Skating Club sessions begin at the Canada Games centre starting October 3, even though the centre is not yet officially open. I have attached a copy of the new winter schedule at the end of this newsletter.  Exceptions to the schedule are listed below.
There will be no skating October 10 and November 11 as they are stat holidays.  

Due to the Grand Opening of the Canada Games Centre on October 15, CanSkate will move to 4:45 – 5:50 for that day only and skating demonstrations will take place from 5:30 to 6:15 PM.  Morning flex ice will be cancelled that day.
Program Assistants and Program Assistants in Training – As this the first week of CanSkate and things will be hectic, we need all PA’s and PAIT’s to assist as much as possible. Please ensure that you come all of the days that you have committed to and extra if you can. Thanks for your help it makes a real difference to our club.
Synchronized Skating – We are still looking for synchronized skaters.  Synchronized skating is available to skaters who are skating at the pre- preliminary level and up. With a larger core group of skaters synchronized skating can once again be offered. This style of skating involves groups of 12 or more skaters performing various maneuvers in time to the music.  We are hoping to develop a team and need 15 members to proceed.  So please consider adding this new aspect of skating to your activities this fall and contact Harold Sher immediately if you are interested in participating.
Jumpstart – The Fireweed Club called it SuperSkaters, the Whitehorse Club called it Early Figure Skating, “we” call it Jumpstart.  Regardless of the name, the purpose of the program is to assist skaters who have completed a minimum of level 3 of the Canskate program begin to develop the essential elements of figure skating. Skaters try figure skating in an affordable group lesson environment.  Register now at Sport Yukon.
