CanSkate Newsletter - October, 2006

Welcome back for the Fall Session of our 2006/07 skating season. Our program stresses fun, fitness and the basic concepts of skating and we will ensure to the best of our ability that your skater gets the most out of our program. The following information will keep you up to date on program news, special events, and important policies and dates to remember. 

For those who have enrolled their child in a skating Club for the first time it is important for us to let you know that for the first 2 or 3 sessions that your child attends, things may appear chaotic. On–ice, our objective is to group skaters into groups of less than 10 skaters - all at comparable skill levels. As children register in the programs on an ongoing basis they must be assessed and placed into an appropriate group. So the balancing of groups will take a few weeks to sort out.

When you come into the Canada Winter Games Center on the first day please look for our Volunteers at the registration desk, on the right just past NHL rink. They will assist in getting your child a name tag and to the appropriate dressing room. 

If your child has been registered in previous years or has some experience (can move forward on their own) they will enter the ice surface from the dressing room/player box area. Please have only one parent accompany your child to the ice surface and once they have stepped onto the ice please move out of the player’s boxes and up into the stands to watch.

Non or first time skaters should use a dressing room but enter the ice surface through the open hallway closest to the leisure rink. Skaters may be accompanied by one adult, and we ask that other family members observe from the stands. On day one your child will initially be given one of 4 colors on their name tag, on day two they should look for their color on the glass and go to that color after the warm up. During day 2 they may be given another color and that will be the group they should look for after the warm-up.

Hopefully we will get through this session without any cold weather cancellations but just in case:

Cold Weather Policy: If the temperature is minus –40 degrees or more at 2:00 p.m. of the skating day according to Environment Canada (668-6061), the class will be cancelled. We will make every effort to announce this on local radio stations. The arenas will also be advised. Please check with the radio stations or the arenas if you are not sure. We do not like to cancel so we make every effort to hold the class.

Holidays: All programs will be cancelled on statutory holidays unless you are notified otherwise. Programs will not be scheduled during Christmas Break, December 17, 2006 to January 2, 2007.

Annual Membership Fee: The $25.00 fee includes membership to Skate Canada, B.C. Coast Region, Sport Yukon, the Whitehorse Skating Club and also covers insurance.

Refunds: The annual membership fee is non-refundable. Refunds will be considered on an individual basis when submitted in writing to the Club Executive.
