Report From Junior Nationals - Arctic Edge Skating Club’s lone male skater, Kevin Caron is having a spectacular season.   He finished third at the BC Yukon Sectional Championships in Prince George BC in November.  Following that he placed fifth at the 2006 BMO Financial Group Skate Canada Western Challenge in Mississauga, Ontario on December 1 – 4.  Most recently he finished 11th at the BMO Skate Canada Junior Nationals in Moncton, New Brunswick February 1 – 4, 2006. Earning the right to skate at Nationals is a tremendous accomplishment.  Figure skating is an extremely competitive sport with only 16 skaters from across Canada qualifying to skate in the Pre-Novice men’s event.  Just getting there is truly an achievement.

Skating at Junior Nationals was a tremendous experience for Kevin and experience is what he set out to get at this competition.  “He skated a tremendous short program, it was possibly the best skate of the season for Kevin,” reports his mother Maureen.  He was in 8th place heading into the long program.   The long program was skated in the main arena on Friday evening.  Kevin felt the pressure considerably more during this skate than he had in the short program which had been skated in the adjoining arena.  In spite of that he had a very respectable skate, missing only his triple loop.  Kevin ended up in 11th place overall.

Kevin came back from Junior Nationals pumped and ready to work on the next step which would be accomplishing his triple jumps.  The top 8 skaters at Junior Nationals had triple double combination jumps and he has now set this as his goal for the next year.  Kevin has been working hard training for this season skating six days a week locally and periodically traveling to Vancouver to work with Coach Karen Magnussen and Choreographer Mitch Miller.  His hard work and dedication to this sport are evident and they are paying off in terms of results. Congratulations Kevin!
