Here’s a reminder it is October and we switch to the Winter Schedule (see attached).  Exceptions to the schedule as listed below.
There will be no skating October 9th (Thanksgiving) and November 11 (Remembrance Day) as they are stat holidays.  On November 13th there will be no morning ice, and the competitive ice from 2:15 to 3:15 PM will be Open Ice.
Orientation for Junior to Intermediate StarSkater parents

We will be having an orientation for Junior to Intermediate skaters on Friday, October 13th from 4 to 4:30 PM during the Creative lesson. This will give you a better introduction to how the programs will be conducted this season and an opportunity for questions. There may also be a presentation on the Synchro program.
All Starskate Parents

We’d like to encourage parents to sit in the bleachers above rather than in the rink-side boxes to watch their skaters. This enables the coaches to do their jobs better and introduces a measure of independence on the part of the skaters which is encouraged in Starskate level programs. We ask you also to be mindful that any discussions around and about skaters and coaches is kept positive. If any serious discussions are needed they must be dealt with away from the rink, other parents and skaters.
Program Assistants and Program Assistants in Training – In these first weeks of CanSkate things will be hectic, we need all PA’s and PAIT’s to assist as much as possible. Please ensure that you come all of the days that you have committed to and extra if you can. Thanks for your help it makes a real difference to our club. Please call Anita Diakow (668-4556) or Irene Laprairie (668-5882) to set up your skater as a PA. All skaters 11 and up have to participate as PAs to make our programs run smoothly. These volunteer hours also can go towards their hours needed for high-school graduation.
Synchronized Skating – We are still looking for synchronized skaters.  Synchronized skating is available to skaters who are skating at the Elementary level and up. This style of skating involves groups of 12 or more skaters performing various maneuvers in time to the music. Last year we had a great team of skaters that performed at the Carnival, and we are hoping to develop a team this year as well.  So please consider adding this new aspect of skating to your activities this fall. Also if any of the parents and coaches could help with recruiting for this we’d appreciate it. 
For the month of October we will be offering See-it Try-it Sessions on all the Wednesday Synchro sessions at 6 to 6:45PM – please feel free to come try this out. Harold will also be talking about this fun team sport in the dressing room on Thursday, October 12th at 5:15 PM so if you just want to find out about it – please come! 
Jumpstart – The purpose of the program is to assist skaters who have completed a minimum of level 3 of the Canskate program begin to develop the essential elements of figure skating. Skaters try figure skating in an affordable group lesson environment.  Several also take private lessons and may even work up their individual programs for the Yukon Championships competition in December. We are excited to have such a large group in Jumpstart this year. We will be having a Jumpstart orientation for parents on Tuesday, October 17th during the 5:15 PM Jumpstart lesson.
