Attention all new and returning Jumpstart and StarSkate parents.   Bingos are a very important component of club operations.  They are the reason that we can offer our programs at prices that you would not find in other communities.  The Friday night bingo sponsored by Arctic Edge Skating Club runs year round and pays for ice costs which total in excess of $65,000 per year. 
Junior and Senior StarSkate parents are required to work a minimum of 10 bingos for one skater and 15 bingos for families with two skaters. Jumpstart parents are required to work 2 bingos per skater per year.

New Arctic Edge Club Policies

At this weeks executive meeting three new policies were discussed and agreed to.   
Approval Times for Test Chair Signatures - Any skaters requiring competition/test/summer school forms signed by the Test Chair must allow a 48 hour turnaround time in order to allow confirmation of the test levels that have been put forth by the skater.  Last minute requests will be not be accepted.
Publicity for skaters - Anyone who has stories or information of interest that may be press worthy are asked to forward these ideas/stories to our publicity volunteer, Cheryl VanBlaricom for follow up.  We ask that members not contact the press directly to avoid duplication of efforts, and to ensure fairness and perceptions of fairness for all skaters. 
New Benefits for PA’s - Any skating member who has been a PA for three consecutive years or more and who does not wish to travel can elect to use the Club's portion of the travel allotment for other skating-related fees.  Members are not eligible to receive the recoverable funds that would be provided by Lotteries for this purpose.
