Stroking Classes For StarSkaters

We remind skaters and parents that stroking is the foundation of skating and forms the basis of all skating moves.  In order to have well balanced programs with strong skating skills component marks, it is important that skaters participate regularly in stroking programs.
We encourage skaters to participate in stroking regularly and to be on time for stroking lessons.  Stroking exercises build on each other and coming into the lesson late makes it more difficult for the late skater to perform the moves introduced later in the lesson.  It also interrupts the experience for other skaters.  For this reason skaters there are times when skaters coming late to stroking may be asked to sit out the lesson.
