New Process for Skating Tests

In order to ensure that we respect the time and effort of our judges who volunteer their time and expertise, we are implementing new procedures for test day planning.  The deadline for registering for tests is two weeks prior to the test day.  Full payment is required at that time.  Skaters who have not notified our test chair, Val Neufeld, or who have not paid in full at least two weeks in advance will not be permitted to test at that session.  The next test day is planned for the end of April so please begin to work with your coach to identify what you are planning to get ready to test.

Arctic Edge Skaters Return With Medals
Five Arctic Edge Skating club skaters traveled to Aldergrove last weekend to participate in Winterskate 2009.  They came home with three medals.  Two of those medals were in Interpretive events with Rachel Pettitt earning a silver medal in the Introductory Interpretive event and Kelcy Armstrong a Bronze medal in the Pre-Introductory Interpretive event.  Bryn Hoffman claimed gold in the Senior Bronze Skills event. Pettitt and Hoffman qualified to skate in their respective events at Pacific Skate, the BC Provincial StarSkate Championships, which will be held March 5 – 9 in Surrey, BC. 

Two other skaters competed in Aldergrove this weekend.  Teammates Nikita White and Maya Austin competed in the Junior Bronze Ladies 12 & under category.  White placed fourth in Group 2, qualifying to skate in the finals on Sunday morning.  She finished the event in 12th place overall.  Austin finished 8th in Group 1, missing a chance to skate in the finals by only two placings.

Other results from the weekend included a 7th place finish by Austin in the Pre-Introductory Interpretive Event, and a 10th place finish by Kelcy Armstrong in the Preliminary Ladies 10 & under event.  Rachel Pettitt competed in Pre-Juvenile Ladies finishing in 6th place, while Bryn Hoffman competed in the Juvenile Ladies and Bronze Interpretive events finishing 4th in both events.
