Reminder of The New Process for Skating Tests

In order to ensure that we respect the time and effort of our judges who volunteer their time and expertise, we are implementing new procedures for test day planning.  The deadline for registering for tests is two weeks prior to the test day.  Full payment is required at that time.  Skaters who have not notified our test chair, Val Neufeld, or who have not paid in full at least two weeks in advance will not be permitted to test at that session.  The next test day is planned for the end of April so please begin to work with your coach to identify what you are planning to get ready to test.

We are promoting slim fitting yoga style jackets, pants and shorts that are suitable for practice and as warm up jackets for competition.
