Arctic Edge Skating Club skaters marked the end of the season with big smiles on their faces. 16 skaters made the trip to Port Alberni to compete in the Vancouver Island Skate International Competition in mid April.  They brought home 13 medals: six gold, five silver and two bronze. 3 gold and one silver came in Interpretive events.  Maya Austin claimed gold and Kelcy Armstrong Silver in the Pre-Introductory Interpretive category.  Rachel Pettitt took gold in Introductory Interpretive and Bryn Hoffman came away with gold in the Bronze Interpretive event. 

Arctic Edge skaters netted two golds, two silvers and a bronze in elements events. Maddison Jarvis and Bryn Hoffman seized gold in Preliminary and Senior Bronze elements respectively, while team mates Kayla and Kelcy Armstrong took silver in Pre-Preliminary and Jr. Bronze elements.  Rasheeda Slater claimed bronze in the Pre-Preliminary elements events finishing just ahead of teammate Brittany Au who finished in fourth place.

A gold, silver and bronze were awarded to Arctic Edge skaters in the Senior Bronze Skills event.   Bryn Hoffman, Kelcy Armstrong, and Nikita White earned gold, silver and bronze respectively.

The lone freeskate medal brought home was earned by Millie Austin in the difficult Junior Ladies category.  She skated a strong short program that helped her claim this hard earned medal.   Maddison Jarvis and Nikita White were narrowly edged off the podium in Preliminary women 11 & over and Junior Bronze women 12 & under freeskate events.  Both finished in fourth place.
