Welcome to the 2010-2011 Arctic Edge Skating Season!
September and October ice schedules can be viewed on our website. September ice has some minor changes please view the website for these changes.  Here are some of the key changes to look for:
· Group Lesson times may change from the beginning of the session to the end of the session. 

· Morning open ice will be Monday , Wednesday and Friday Starting October 2nd  

Sessions in September are not consistent (due to one ice sheet) therefore skaters may skate on any session that they are qualified for.  Starting regular season (the first week of October) skaters are expected to skate on the sessions that they have paid and registered for or pay a buy on fee.  Exceptions to this would be holidays as ice is booked different than the regular schedule. Skaters would be welcome to skate on sessions they are qualified for during those times
If you plan use sessions that you have not registered for the buy on rate is:

· $20.00 for sessions with no lessons 

·  $25.00 for sessions with lessons.

Club Programs
CanSkate is Skate Canada's #1 learn-to-skate program, designed for beginners of all ages. The focus is on fun, participation and basic skill development. The best figure skaters, speed skaters and hockey players began their careers in CanSkate which is designed to teach basics of skating.  Skaters earn badges and other incentives as you learn fundamental skating skills.
The program is offered Tuesday, Wednesday & Thursday 6:15 – 7:00 PM and Saturday 8:45 – 9:30 AM.  Session #1 runs October 2 – December 16, 2010 and Session #2 runs January 4 – March 12, 2011 (No Saturday option available in Session 2)

**CanSkate space is limited. If you have not already registered for the CanSkate program don’t delay, bring your registration forms to Sport Yukon ASAP. As of Sept 3rd there were only 6 spots available for Tuesday and 4 spots available for Thursday. The first CanSkate/Jumpstart session is Saturday October 2nd, 2010 

JumpStart – is our bridging program between CanSkate and StarSkate.  This program is offered at the same time as CanSkate (Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday 6:15 – 7:00 PM )  Skaters who have completed a minimum of Stage 3 may enter this program. Skaters receive a full 45 min group lesson by one of our Skate Canada certified coaches.
StarSkate – StarSkate is Skate Canada’s figure skating program.  The program involves group lessons, independent practice and private lessons.  We offer sessions for three levels of skaters, Junior, Intermediate/Teen and Senior. Skaters in these programs work on developing their skills in all of the disciplines of skating, skills, dance, freeskate and interpretive. 
* New this year Arctic Edge is offering a pay per session skating option for all StarSkaters for afternoon and morning sessions.  
Junior StarSkate is tailored to the needs of skaters who are new to the sport of figure skating.  The program is designed for skaters who have finished the Jumpstart program or previous StarSkaters who are working on mastering all their single jumps.
Intermediate  StarSkate is geared for those have mastered all singles and are working on their axel.  Skates 12 years and older may register in this program provided they have not passed their Junior Bronze Freeskate test.
Senior StarSkate – is the program for our most advanced skaters.  Skaters who have passed their Jr. Bronze freeskate test or higher are encouraged to register in our Senior Program. 
*NEW - Open StarSkate Sessions - In order to meet the varying needs of our StarSkaters and proficient adult skaters, and provide additional ice for private lesson time, we are offering six Open StarSkate sessions each week.  They are offered three mornings a week as well as well as on weekends outside normal school and work time.

Adult Skating – We offer an Adult Learn-to-Skate program that runs Mondays 7:30 – 8:15 PM.  It allows adults to develop basic skating skills in a comfortable small group environment.  We welcome proficient adult skaters to our club & encourage them to register on StarSkate open sessions or on the appropriate StarSkate Program sessions.
