Ever Considered Becoming A Coach?
As a result of our increased CanSkate enrolment, AESC is looking to train more coaches. We are planning the delivery of a CanSkate Coach Training course in Whitehorse December 21 when master coach trainer Jason Mongrain is coming to deliver a seminar for our StarSkaters. This course is normally not done outside the lower Mainland and AESC will substantially subsidize the cost of this course in exchange for an agreement to coach for us. To be eligible you must have passed at least one Junior Bronze Level Skating Test and be 16 years of age or older.
