The following changes have been made to the 2011 bingo license:

Early Birds
There is no longer a minimum payment for the first prize.  
The consolation prize is now $75.

Regular Games


No changes have been made to regular games.

Bonanza
The consolation prize is now $200.

There is no doubt that these changes will not be good news for our clients.  They are also crucial to the survival of the Friday night bingo given the numbers of individuals who are attending on a regular basis. Unfortunately we cannot continue to incur the kinds of losses that we were incurring on a regular basis.
I will be preparing an address to attendees which I will deliver on Friday, January 7, just prior to the start of the bingo.

We would appreciate if you could help us educate our bingo clients about the reason for these changes.  Our strategy is to be open and up front about the changes that we are making and the reasons for making them.
