AWARDS POLICY

The following awards will be given each year where applicable, based on results tallied from May 1 to April 30 annually.

Unless indicated otherwise Jr. and Sr. will be separated as follows:

· The Sr. group will consist of those skaters who have passed their Preliminary freeskate test.

· The Jr. group will consist of those skaters that have not passed any freeskate test.

· Ties will not be broken.

Jr. and Sr. Test Achievement


Points will be awarded for tests passed:

Preliminary Dances - 0.5 pt.

Skills – 2 pts.
Jr. Bronze Dances – 1pt.


Interpretive – 2 pts.

Sr. Bronze Dances – 2 pt.


Competitive Freeskate – 6 pts.

Jr. Silver Dances – 3 pts.


Test Stream Freeskate – 5 pts. 
Sr. Silver Dances – 4 pts. 



(elements – 2 pts.)

Gold Dances – 5 pts. 



(program – 3 pts.)

Diamond Dances – 6 pts.

Tests completed at summer school will count in the totals – please ensure that results of any tests taken are given to the Test Chair.

Jr. and Sr. Freeskate Competition Achievement

Jr. and Sr. Skills/Elements Competition Achievement

Jr. and Sr. Interpretive/Showcase/Creative Competition Achievement

This award will be based on points awarded for results taken from a skater’s two best competitions.   Skaters will only receive half points for Yukon Championships.  (Note:  if you travel on your own to a competition, please ensure the result is passed on to the Competition Chair).

· Skaters must place above the final placing to be eligible for points.

Skater of the Year

This award will be given to the competitive skater (Pre-juvenile to Senior) who best exemplifies an all-around skater using the following criteria.

· competitive results (competition results will be calculated for eligible skaters on a placement percentage of the field of competitors at an equal number of competitions)
· consistent hard worker 

· high test achievements

· good sportsman

· leader/role model for younger skaters

· Team Selection – ie AWG, etc.

Jr. and Sr. Sportsmanship Award

Will be awarded to skaters who best engage in conduct becoming a good sportsman through behaviour that is fair, courteous and supportive toward their fellow skaters.  They must be gracious in victory and defeat.

Skater peers and coaches will vote for who best meets the criteria in each category.

Jr. and Sr. Hardworking Award

Will be awarded to the skater who best exemplifies good use of ice time, works hard while on the ice and who pushes his or her personal goals throughout the year.

Skater peers will vote for who best meets the criteria in each category.  Coaches make final decision based on voting results. 

Program Assistant Award

Will be given to the program assistant who meets the following criteria:

· a skater who exceeds the expectations of contributing their time voluntarily

· a skater who takes on a leadership role (ie. Teaching a carnival number)

· a skater who can handle a large group by themselves

Canskate Coaches will nominate 3 skaters and awards committee will vote.
