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Effective Date, January 1, 2012
Policy on Session Qualification, semi-private and private lessons
Early Academy: Entrance to the program is by invitation or audition. Early Academy provides young skaters the opportunity to jumpstart their figure skating by teaching them skating skills in a figure skating environment. This program teaches children skating fundamentals including edges, turns, stops, spins and jumps. Instructed entirely by our NCCP certified professional coaches, skaters will receive group lessons and practice time. Upon completion of the program, skaters will be able to spin in two different positions, perform at least two single rotation jumps, and be ready to enter the Skate Canada Star Skate Program (if they haven’t already started).  
Junior: These sessions are for skaters ready to work on their preliminary level freeskate, skills, and dance tests. Except where indicated, the session cost is for ice only. Skaters must arrange lessons with the professional coach of their choice prior to booking ice with the club. For more details on how purchasing ice/ arranging lessons with a coach and other information, please see our website at www.arcticedge.ca or the Club Handbook. Skaters at this level are eligible to register for all Junior and Open sessions.

Senior: These sessions are for those skaters who have passed the complete Junior Bronzie freeskate test.  Skaters in this group may register on any Senior or Open sessions.
Skating Up and Skating Down
Skaters wishing to SKATE UP OR DOWN on sessions must make a written application to the Board of Directors indicating the sessions being requested. All requests must also be accompanied by a letter of support from the skater’s coach as outlined in the attached document. Requests will be considered by the Board and Club Coaching Staff at the September and January Board meeting and applicants will be notified by the Club Registrar regarding their status.  Skaters are reminded that they may only apply to skate up or down one TEST level.

Applications to skate up will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis by the Board and Club Coaches. If permitted, the number of skaters allowed to skate up or down shall be restricted to those within one test level of the stated requirement and be limited by the number of qualified skaters registered on the session. Skaters requesting to skate up must submit a request with their registration to be considered at the monthly Board Meeting preceding the start of the next skating season. Check the Registration Brochure for the exact date and time. Late applications will not be considered. Applicants will be contacted by the Registrar to finalize their registration status. If the Board receives any legitimate complaints regarding any skater permitted to skate up or down, the Board may remove the skater from the session. Decisions of the Board are final and shall apply to the current skating season only.  Approvals to skate up or down may result in an additional program fee.
Session Buy-On Rates and Rules
From time to time, skaters may request to skate on a session for which they are not registered. To buy-on to a session, contact a member of the Executive.
· Skaters must pay the full buy-on fee for a session even if they do not choose to skate the entire session. 
· Skaters are reminded that they may not “skate up” or "skate down" on any sessions unless they have received prior approval from the CSC Board of Directors.
· If skaters are not able to book lessons during their regular skating time that they are registered for, they may come on morning or Saturday Open sessions, but they must pay buy-on fee if not registered for those sessions.

· If not able to book lessons during the Open sessions or other similar programmed sessions (e.g., Juniors on other Junior ice), skaters would have to buy their own ice and schedule their coach.

Selling and Trading Sessions
Skaters are not permitted to sell or trade sessions. If you miss your regular session for a particular day, you may not skate on another session in lieu of the one you missed without paying a buy-on fee. You may not have another skater or member of your family skate on sessions for days that you are away without paying a buy-on fee.
What Session Fees Include
CanSkate and Early Academy Fees include instruction. 
On StarSkate and Open sessions, unless otherwise indicated, the session fee is for ice and 15 minute or ½ hour group lessons as outlined in the schedule at the beginning of the season.  Group lessons are subject to change throughout the year during statutory holidays or other special events and skaters should check the website regularly for changes. 
Skaters can also receive instruction from professional coaches in private, semi-private or group lessons. All ice fees are paid to the club. All instruction fees are paid directly to the professional coach unless group lessons are organized by the club.
Session Qualifications
Skaters are expected to skate on the sessions for which they are qualified.  Depending on numbers, sessions qualifications may change from season to season. Please refer to the current registration brochure for the qualifications required at each level for the applicable season.
Registration Limits on Sessions 
Registration limits are placed on sessions so that they function well and to ensure the safety of the skaters.
· Sessions with group lessons are limited to 18 skaters 
On-Ice Rules
Freeskate Session Rules
· Soloists have the right-of-way. Other skaters must avoid undue interference with the soloist, and the soloist must also keep an alert eye open. 

· When the jump harness is in use, the skater in it has the harness-right-of-way over the soloist. 

· Solo tapes may be played twice per session, time permitting. 
· Coach requests are limited to two per session, per skater during a lesson and as part of the lesson. 

· All skaters are expected to take part in the group lessons, if it is included in their session. 
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Coach Request for Starskater to Skate Up or Down
Applications to skate up or down will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis by the Board and Club coaches.  

Coaches are to submit this form along with a signed written request from the parent or guardian.
